 One little piece of useless information...during the US Navy Campaign to "protect and 
preserve" the honor of the United States by stopping a gunrunning ship from delivering Russian 
arms to Mexico and to pay back the Mexican government for not completing an apology (for falsely 
arresting two navy petty officers in Tampico while on US "Official" business) with a Mexican 
twenty-one gun salute, most of the Atlantic Fleet in 1914 began an bombardment of Vera Cruz,  
Unopposed by the small Mexican Navy.
